STEP 1 Adjust Fixture Height-

A. Push each button on the bottom of the ceiling canopy to adjust the
cable or the cord in or out of the ceiling canopy to achieve your
desired hanging height. Make sure the Fixture Body (F) is level after
adjustment.

B. Once your desired hanging height is achieved, move the safety clip
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(Step 1 Continued)

on the cord next to the position about 6 inch from hex nut inside of
the ceiling canopy so that the cord length can be adjusted a bit if
necessary.

C. If needed, unscrew the set screw on the cable clamp by using the
Allen Wrench (C). Move the cable clamp to your desired location on
the cable and then tighten the set screw.

STEP 2 Attach Inner Backplate to Outlet Box-

A. Place the supply wires with ground wire through the Inner Backplate
(A). Attach the Inner Backplate (A) onto the outlet box and secure
with outlet box screws (not included). Hand tighten until snug.

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STEP 3 - Attach the Lanyard

A. The purpose of the lanyard is to provide a means to support the
fixture hands free from the junction box while connecting the
electrical wires.

B. Turn the Button Stop so it may be inserted into a inner backplate
slot. Make sure the Button Stop is completely inside the inner
backplate. Slowly release the fixture to make sure it is supported by
the Button Stop. Proceed to the wiring steps in the next step. Once
you are complete with the wiring, the Lanyard will push into the
junction box when the fixture is placed for final mounting.

STEP 4 - Wire Connections

A. Wrap bare or green ground wire around green ground screw on the
crossbar, no less than 2 inches from the end of the wire. Tighten the
green ground screw.

B. Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire
connections. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.
Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and carefully
stuff all the connected wires into the Outlet Box.

STEP 5 Attach Ceiling
Canopy to Inner Backplate

-

A. Fit excess cord and electrical
wires in the ceiling canopy
properly. Line up the holes on
the side of the ceiling canopy
to the mounting holes on the
Inner Backplate (A). Secure
them with Mounting Screws
(B). Tighten until sung.
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STEP 6 Install Crystals and Curve Metals-

A. Remove the plate from the Fixture Body (F) by unscrewing lock
screws on the top of the Fixture Body (F).

B. Place Crystals (D) onto rectangle holes on the Fixture Body (F) and
place Curve Metals (E) onto the curve holes on the Fixture Body (F).

C. Place the previously removed plate back onto the Fixture Body (F)
and secure with previously removed lock screws. Hand tighten until
snug.
